Leretha Belva Teter, 93, of Bartlesville, died Sunday, June 26th, 2022 in
Barnsdall. 

Leretha Belva Beery was born on Nov. 18, 1928, the youngest child of Glen
and Lavinia Beery of Winfield, KS. During her high school days she worked at
the Winfield Dairy. In the mornings she drove a Model A to pick up 10 gallon
cans of milk from local farmers. Afternoons, she worked in the ice cream
parlor. There she met the love of her life Leonard, on March 9, 1947, and they
united in marriage. She also worked for Waldron Grocery on College Hill St. In
1946 she graduated from Winfield High School and began her 38-year career
at SW Bell Telephone, starting out as an operator. She transferred to Wichita
in 1948, then to Arkansas City to work in the business office. In 1954 she
returned to Wichita in the marketing dept. In 1955 she transferred to
Bartlesville as a clerk in the plant department, then in 1957 she went to
management as secretary to the district maintenance administrator. She
retired on May 1, 1984. 

 

Leretha enjoyed her hobbies of quilting, handiwork of all kinds, and crafts. She
and Leonard traveled the United States from coast to coast, attending car
races whenever they could, especially NASCAR races, and spending time at
Table Rock Lake in Missouri, oftentimes hosting friends and family.
