
Paul Bowman Allee
December 24, 1921 - October 26, 2015

Paul Bowman Allee, 93, of Dewey died Monday in Bartlesville. 
 

Paul was born the son of Frank and Mary (Bowman) Allee on December 24,
1921, in Wann, OK. As an infant, Paul moved with his family to Barnsdall
where his father pastored the First Baptist Church for 37 years. Paul
graduated from Barnsdall High School in 1939 and attended just one
semester of college before entering the U.S. Army during WWII. He served all
over the European Theater on a Tank Retriever. Once home he quickly
married Jo Ann Ballew on March 29, 1946, and they enjoyed nearly 70 years
together. 

Paul studied math and chemistry at Oklahoma Baptist University in Shawnee.
His first teaching position lasted just six weeks before he was called up to
serve another two years in Korea during the Korean Conflict. Once honorably
discharged Paul and Jo Ann moved to Bartlesville where he served 10 years
as assistant city manager of Bartlesville, before establishing a 24 year long
career as Dewey City Manager. After his retirement he pursued his passion
for raising superior Brangus (Brahman and Angus) cattle. 

 

In life, Paul’s true passions centered around his love for his wife and his many
animals. One pet in particular was Sunflower his pet pig who by chance made
the front page of the Daily Oklahoman - a feat that bewildered Bill Doenges



who was running for governor at the time and having a hard time obtaining
that kind of free press. 

Paul was a past president of the Chamber of Commerce and a member of the
American Legion. He retained an active interest and served on the board of
the Tom Mix Museum. Paul loved all animals and had a kind heart for
creatures that needed a home. He often rescued turtles who were trying to
cross the road and unwanted ones in his sister-in-law’s garden. He was dearly
loved by his family and will be missed. 

 

Paul is survived by his loving wife Jo Ann of the home: one sister Marguerite
McCallie of Tyler, TX; one sister in law Shirley Ballew; two nieces Rebecca
Rhoads and Nancy Rusk, both of Tulsa; and two nephews Leon Zickrick of St
Louis, and Joe Ballew of Elk City, KS. He is preceded in death by his parents,
one brother Franklin Allee and one sister Mary Faye Zickrick.
