After 25 years, Harold and Peggy both retired from Phillips and started
volunteering at Mutual Girls Club. After a while, they were chairpersons for the
Tuesday House.

The couple enjoyed taking trips with the Gold Club to Alaska, Canada,
England, Italy, two trips to the Caribbean, on one of which they went through
the Panama Canal. Peggy was a member of the Order of the Eastern Star
and received her 65-Year Certificate in 2017. She was also a member of the
Tall Grass Doll Club of Bartlesville.

For their 50th anniversary, Harold and Peggy took their two daughters to San
Francisco, and for their 55th anniversary, they traveled with their girls to
Eastern Canada. Harold, Peggy and Dava also enjoyed traveling to
Albuquerque, New Mexico, to visit Tami and go to the Albuquerque
International Balloon Fiesta. During this time, Harold and Peggy became very
active in their East Cross United Methodist Church.
