He grew up in Washunga, a community within Kaw City now commonly
referred to as Washunga Bay. Richard graduated with the last class of the old
Kaw City High School before the area was flooded to create the lake. He was
united in marriage with Iola Moody and six children were born to this union.
Richard joined the U.S. Army and served from 1958-‘64 on various state-side
bases. He worked at the Blackwell Zink smelter for 12 years then moved on to
use his talents in carpentry work specializing in finish carpentry and cabinetry
work. 

During this time, he entered the ministry. Richard met Georgia Lou Ratliff and
they were united in marriage on July 5, 1984 in Gallup, NM. They served as
missionaries in Guatemala with the Pentecostal Church in 1994, then moved
to Roswell NM, then to Clifton, TX, for three years before relocating to
Bartlesville.
