Army until his retirement on July 1, 1976. His assignments included service in

After retiring from the Army, Roy remained active in his community. He was a
devoted member of St. Luke's Episcopal Church and participated in the Alamo
Heights Rotary Club and the San Antonio Mensa Group. He served as a
Bexar County Election Judge for 12 years and volunteered as a mentor at
Windcrest Elementary, where he made a meaningful impact on young lives.
